The Fruit of the Spirit

The acts of the sinful nature are
obvious: sexual immorality, impurity and
debauchery; idolatry and witchcraft;
hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage,
selfish ambition, dissensions, factions
and envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the
like. | warn you, as| did before, that
those who live like thiswill not inherit
the kingdom of God.

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy,
peace, patience, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness and
self-control. Against such thingsthere is
no law.

For you were once darkness, but now
you are light in the Lord. Live as children
of light (for the fruit of the light consists
in all goodness, righteousness and
truth) and find out what pleases the
Lord. Have nothing to do with the
fruitless deeds of darkness, but rather
expose them.

No good tree bears bad fruit, nor
does a bad tree bear good fruit. Each
treeis recognized by its own fruit.
People do not pick figs from
thornbushes, or grapes from briers. The
good man brings good things out of the
good stored up in his heart, and the evil
man brings evil things out of the evil
stored up in his heart. For out of the
overflow of his heart his mouth speaks.
