So | will
stretch out my hand and strike the Egyptians
with all the wondersthat | will perform
among them. After that, he will let you go.

"And | will make the Egyptians favorably
disposed toward this people, so that when
you leave you will not go empty-handed.
Every woman isto ask her neighbor and any
woman living in her house for articles of
silver and gold and for clothing, which you
will put on your sons and daughters. And so
you will plunder the Egyptians.”
